Vesting Tentative Tract Map 29061
MKL 2005, Inc., applicant, is requesting approval of a Vesting Tentative Tract Map (VTTM) to subdivide an approximately 27.76-acre parcel, identified as Lot 5 of Master Tentative Tract Map 29,060, in the northern portion of the DJ Farms Specific Plan Area (APN 113-080-024) into 156 developable lots.  The proposed subdivision is consistent with the DJ Farms Specific Plan. This project would commence the first of multiple phases of development in the DJ Farms Specific Plan. In addition to the development of residential lots, the project includes roadway improvements, drainage improvements, and connections to the City’s water and sewer services. 

A Final Environmental Impact Report (FEIR) and Addendum to the Final EIR was prepared for the Revised DJ Farms Specific Plan and certified by the City of Guadalupe in November 2012.  The Certified Final EIR and Addendum to the Final EIR addressed the physical impacts on the environment resulting from the development plans outlined in the adopted DJ Farms Specific Plan and the subsequent approval of utility plans, final improvement plans, grading and building permits, and/or all related subsequent actions.  The proposed VTTM would implement the DJ Farms Specific Plan and would further subdivide the Master Tentative Tract Map recorded over the property, and would not alter the basic physical parameters of the project site previously analyzed in the Certified Final EIR and the Addendum to the Final EIR.  Therefore, the proposed TTM does not require any additional analysis to comply with the California Environmental Quality Act.

The purpose of the public hearing will be for the City Council to consider the DJ Farms Lot 5 Vesting Tentative Tract Map. All interested persons are encouraged to attend the public hearing and to present written and/or oral testimony.
